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Application to Attend the Geneva International Model United Nations (GIMUN) Conference 2012
Pace University’s New York City Model UN program will help cover the costs of between five and 15 students who wish to attend the prestigious Geneva International Model United Nations (GIMUN) conference, held at the UN’s Palais des Nations in Geneva, Switzerland, 17-23 March 2012. The theme of the conference, which will be held in simultaneously in both English and French will be “Achieving Dialogue and Development through Cultural Diversity.” (http://gimun.org/gimun-2012-glance) 

Unlike with most Model UN conferences, GIMUN “accepts individual delegates and not delegations” – students can apply to participate as Delegates (http://gimun.org/delegates). Pace MUN students will travel together and stay together with the MUN faculty advisor, however, they will participate in their own delegations, not necessarily alongside other Pace students. 

To take advantage of this opportunity, you will need to go through a two-step application process:

1) You will need to complete an application to the Pace NYC MUN program, which will include a draft of your application to GIMUN by 5 December (the earlier you complete it, the more likely you will get a spot),

2) If you are approved by Pace NYC MUN program, then you will need to submit your application directly to GIMUN by 31 January (the head delegates will assist you with this).

To be eligible to participate in this opportunity you must meet the following criteria. You must:

1) Be eligible for a passport and entry into Switzerland

2) Commit to being a member of the Model UN class (POL303C) or club in Spring 2012 semester,

3) Have completed at least one semester of Model UN at Pace University New York City Campus and participated in at least one Model UN Conference,

4) Be able to pay a contribution of $400 to the cost of registration, travel and accommodation, as well as any passport, visa or medical fees needed for you to be able to travel

5) Be willing to work on your preparatory activities (position paper and speech writing) during the winter break 
6) Be willing to help junior delegates prepare for the National Model UN conference in New York City.

The following considerations will also be taken into account:

1) Work ethic

2) Attendance and participation in previous semesters of Model UN

3) Communications and writing skills

4) Knowledge of international affairs

5) Interpersonal skills and teamwork

Note that we will need to have a minimum of five (5) students be accepted by GIMUN for Pace to be willing to fund this trip. Application materials are available in the following pages. Delegates have the difficult role of juggling between their personal convictions, their home State's needs and restrictions, and their heavy task of convincing other States of the pertinence of their position. A good delegate will have to have a solid preparation on the topics of his committee, a developed sense of diplomacy and consensus, and visionary analytical skills, in order to assess the complexity of international relations and the innumerable ramifications that each of her/his decisions may have. Delegates perform the most work during the week, debating, writing legal documents, amending them and voting on them.
